Kapila Sanhitd. A legendary account of the sacred places, tem-

ples, pools and groves of Orissa. By Kapila. The work is probably

the most ancient of the several which treat of the holy places of Orissa.

It opens in the usual Puranic form with an enquiry from Satyajit, in

reply to whom Kapila recites what he had heard from Bharadvaja in

reply to a similar question from an assembly of sages at the sacred pool

of Pushkara. Judging from the places described, the work cannot date

from an earlier age than the 8th century, nor is it likely to be later

than the llth century. The author evinces no marked sectarian ten-

dency, and his praises are on the whole very fairly distributed
; though

the fact of his placing Bhuvanes'vara at the end would imply that at

heart he was a Yaishnava. He has nothing to say about tjie orgies of

the Tantric ritual, and the leaning is, whenever noticeable, in favour

of Yishnu.

In the Introduction

the author, however, expresses his resolution to describe the overthrow

of the Eaja of Malava, but at the close of the 8th chapter, where the

MS. terminates, the subject is brought up to the progress of Harsha to

the Yindhya Hill in his way to Malava, and it is obvious that if the

author ever completed his work, he must have written several chapters

more. Dr. Buhler informs me that the codices of the work which he

has seen, all break off at the end of the 8th chapter.

It is well known that Bana died before completing the Kadambari^
and that his son brought it to a conclusion, and as it would be difficult

to believe that he left the Harsha Charita also incomplete, I presume
that further instalments of the work may still be met with.

author lived in the early part of the 7th century, when Hioueu Thsang
visited India. A brief account of the author is given by Dr. Hall in

his Preface to the Yasavadatta. Mr. Kas'inatha Trimbak Telang
notices a drama of the name * Parvati Parinaya' as a work of this author,

in which he also starts the theory that the Ratuavali is likewise a

work of Bana, principally on the ground that a stanza from the

Hatuavali is found word for word in the Harsha Charita, and, as urged
I
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by Dr. Hall,
"
downright plagiarism of one respectable author from

another is unknown." Dr. Buhler subscribes to the force of Dr.

Hall's argument. (Indian Antiquary, Vol. III. p. 219.) I am, how-

ever, compelled, in the interest of truth, to deny the accuracy of the

major. No one, who has carefully studied mediaeval Sanskrit literature,

can maintain that plagiarism was unknown in India. Nothing was, or

is, more common, and, from the nature of the subjects treated of by the

later authors, it could not well be otherwise. Even ancient authors were

not altogether above this failing, and one half of the Sutras of Masaka

appears to be word for word the same with the work of Latyayana.
The number of verses taken from the Mahabharata by later authors

without acknowledgement is immense.

The work was compiled by the late Babu Kas'matha Basak, who died

about forty years ago. He was a distinguished Sanskrit and Persian

scholar, and for his time a good English writer, having been in the

habit of preparing briefs for barristers of the late Supreme Court of

Calcutta. He was much respected by his countrymen for his learning,

wealth, and social qualities. The dictionary is remarkable as the

first of its kind prepared by a native without European assistance

or superintendence. It is alphabetically arranged, and is fuller in

vocables than the S'abdakalpadruma of the late Sir Raja Radhakanta

Deva, and gives the etymology of every word. In this last respect it

is superior to both the S'abdakalpadruma and the Dictionary compiled
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under the superintendence of Dr. Wilson. The work was completed in

eight volumes, of which the I, III, and V are lost. The second volume

is devoted to the letter 3f, the IY to ^ to ^r, the VI to w to T, the VII

to ^r to 1, and the VIII to ^r to ^. The codices seem to have been

sadly neglected, and have suffered much from damp and the ravages

of rats. The work was sent to press by Babu Jayagopal Bysak, the

son of the author, and sixty pages of it, comprising about one half

of the vocables beginning with letter ^r, were printed, when the death

of the editor put a stop to the undertaking.

Groldstiicker, after reviewing the remarks of Max Miiller, Weber, Boht-

link and others, comes to the conclusion that Vyadi
" was a near relative

of Panini, and Panini must have preceded him by at least two genera-

tions." Panini, p. 210.

The real and original object of these artificial forms of writing the

text of the Eik Saiihitii, was the prevention of corruptions, interpola-

tions and accidental omissions of the words of the text, but the love

of mystery soon attached to it a religious meaning. The practice of

reading or keeping by heart these arbitrary forms is still held highly

meritorious, and there are many pandits in the Marhatta, Karnata and

Dravida countries who go through a part of the text every day before

breakfast as a pious act. The practice is very similar to that of mediae-

val monks of Europe who used to read the Bible backward. Five such

artificial forms have already been noticed under No. 1234, ante III. p.

199. The forms described in the codex before us are respectively called

(1). Jata, or entangled. (2). Mala, or garland. (3). Danda, or

staff-like.
